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Sin

Sin - falling short of the glory of God (Romans 3:23)

Man’s purpose: to subdue the earth rule over it on God’s behalf. (Gen. 1:26-28)
Man sinned against God when he listened to the devil.

God judged man and man became estranged from God (Genesis 3)

God saves man and reconciles man to himself through Jesus Christ. (Matthew 1:21,
John 3:16-17, Psalm 103:12, 2 Corinthians 5:18a)

Man’s only sin is in refusing to be reconciled to God through Jesus Christ. (John
3:18, 16:8-9)

a. The Parable of the Prodigal Son illustrates this truth (Luke 15:11-31)

1. The sin of the prodigal was not in wasting his possessions and living in a
prodigal way, but in departing from the father — becoming independent of
him. His repentance lay in him going back to the father.

A Christian must have a right relationship with God today.
a. Walk in the light (with God, who is light) (1 John 1:5-7)
b. Confess our sins (1 John 1:9)

c. Cooperate with God to fulfill His purpose

1. God’s purpose in us is that Christ Jesus would be lived out from us.
(Romans 8:29)

1.  God fulfills his work through our cooperation. (Philippians 2:12-13)
